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As the BBC broadcasts a new high-
profile drama during Easter Week,
the story of Jesus will be retold for
an audience of millions. What an
opportunity for us all to be talking
about Jesus!

Obviously the series was not
conceived as an exercise in
evangelism. It is a work of drama
and the theological, historical and
personal details may not be entirely
accurate. But people everywhere,
believers or otherwise, will be
learning and talking about Jesus.

The 4-part series is an attempt to
understand and retell the events of
the last days of Jesus’ life as they
are recorded in the gospels. The
story is told from three points of
view: the religious authorities; the
Romans; and Jesus and his
disciples. All the key players are
intimately characterised, with Jesus
at the centre. The series starts with
Jesus’ prophetic entrance through
the East Gate of Jerusalem. It
follows him to crucifixion. The last
episode of the series deals in detail
with Jesus’ resurrection
appearances and their impact on the
disciples. Like the first disciples,
viewers will be left trying to
understand what has happened,
and what it might mean.

Andrew Graystone of the Churches
Media Council says, “Let’s take a
break from discussing the state of
the church or the finer points of
theology. Instead, let’s take our cue
from this series and focus our
discussions on the person of Jesus.”
